Question 1: Which fundamental freedoms are guaranteed in the Treaty establishing the European
(5/10 points) Community? Where exactly? Which individual activities are protected?

Question 2: Who are the adressees (obliged subjects) of the fundamental freedoms? Are there diffe-
(3/10 points) rences between the individual fundamental freedoms?

Question 3: Explain one of the following decisions of the European Court of Justice: Dassonville,
(2/10 points) Cassis de Dijon or Keck

Additional Question (to get 1 additional point): Is studying in another member state generally protected
by the fundamental freedoms? Under which conditions can it be protected?

e Answer: It is generally not protected, because it is not an economic activity. Moving and residing in
another member state is only protected by the general freedom of movement and residence (art. 18
EC Treaty) which is not a fundamental freedom. However, studying for a commercial fee at a pri-
vate, commercial institution of education in another member state is protected by the freedom to
provide services (here: to receive services in another member state, so-called "passive Dienst-
leistungsfreiheit")
